Properly dispose of the rags/towels used to spread oil on
your griddle top to prevent fires that might occur due to
spontaneous combustion.

Under the right conditions, residual oil on rags or towels can oxidize long
after being removed from a heat source. The oxidation process itself produces
heat which, if not dissipated, can build up and may cause the rags/towels and
surrounding material to ignite.

SEASONING TROUBLESHOOTING

If rust appears on the griddle surface, rub it off with steel wool, low
grit sandpaper or the Blackstone Pumice Stone and re-season
the surface.
