The break should be as close as possible to where the vent

system enters the heated portion of the house.

3.2” x 10” (8.3 x 25.4 cm) rectangular with a maximum vent
length of 35 ft (10.7 m) or 7” (17.8 cm) or larger round vent with a
maximum length of 50 ft (15.2 m) for vent system.

NOTE: Flexible vent is not recommended. Flexible vent creates
back pressure and air turbulence that greatly reduces
performance.
