Sabbath Mode
The Sabbath Mode is a feature that disables portions of the appliance and its controls 
in accordance with observance of the weekly Sabbath and religious holidays within 
the Orthodox Jewish community. 

The Sabbath Mode disables the temperature control knob and mutes all sounds 
(except the High Temp alert). The LED light at the botton of the cabinet flashes and 
the High Temp alert sounds until you deactivate the Sabbath Mode.

To enter Sabbath Mode 

Rotate the temperature control knob to OFF, and then between Recommended and 
OFF 3 times within 10 seconds. A beep sounds indicating the unit is in Sabbath Mode. 
Rotate the temperature control knob to the desired temperature setting. The interior 
light will not illuminate while in Sabbath Mode when the door is open.  

 NOTE
The temperature setting is not affected by the Sabbath Mode. For food safety, the 
High Temp alert sounds for 10 minutes if the internal temperature increases. After 10 
minutes, the alarm stops, but the LED light at the bottom of the cabinet continues 
to flash until you deactivate the Sabbath Mode.

 NOTE
While in the Sabbath Mode, the lights will not work until you deactivate  
Sabbath Mode.
The appliance stays in Sabbath Mode after power failure recovery. You must deacti-
vate it with the temperature control knob.

Freeze Boost 

Prior to grocery shopping, activate Freeze Boost so upon 
returning you can ensure your newly purchased frozen food will 
be preserved as quickly as possible.

Turning on Freeze Boost cools the appliance down to a target 
temperature and remains active for up to 24 hours before 
automatically deactivating or being manually exited.

To turn the function off, press Freeze Boost. When you turn 
the function off, it automatically resets the freezer back to the 
previous temperature setting.

Alarms
High Temp Alert

If the temperature increases above freezing your food, the red 
High Temp LED light illuminates and the alarm sounds. Reset the 
alarm by pressing and holding Temp for 3 seconds. 

Power Failure

In the event of a power failure, where the temperature increases 
above freezing your food, once you restore power, the red High 
Temp LED light illuminates, and the alarm sounds. Reset the alarm 
by pressing and holding Temp for 3 seconds.

If the high temp condition has not im-
proved after a period of time, the alert 
displays again.

Door Ajar Alert

If the door is open for 5 minutes or more, an alert sounds until you close the door.

 NOTE
If a power failure occurs, frozen foods 
stay frozen longer if you keep the appli-
ance closed. If the power failure contin-
ues, pack 7 or 8 lbs of dry ice into the 
unit every 24 hours. Look in the Yellow 
Pages under “Dry Ice,” “Dairies,” or “Ice 
Cream Manufacturers” for local dry ice 
suppliers. Always wear gloves and use 
caution when handling dry ice. 
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Sabbath Mode
The Sabbath Mode is a feature that disables portions of the appliance and its controls 
in accordance with observance of the weekly Sabbath and religious holidays within 
the Orthodox Jewish community. 

All buttons are disabled, and all sounds (except the High Temp alert*) are muted. Only 
the High Temp alert will illuminate until you deactivate the Sabbath Mode.

To exit Sabbath Mode, repeat the steps above.

 NOTE
While in Sabbath Mode, neither the 
lights nor the control panel will work 
(except to exit Sabbath Mode) until Sab-
bath Mode is deactivated.
The appliance stays in Sabbath Mode 
after power failure recovery. It must be 
deactivated with the buttons on the 
control panel.

To enter Sabbath Mode

Press and hold the Temp and Freeze Boost buttons simultaneously for 5 seconds. One 
LED on each side of Recommended setting will be lit while the unit is in Sabbath mode.

Shelves (vary by model)

Easily adjust appliance shelves to suit 
individual needs. Before adjusting the 
shelves, remove all food.

To adjust shelves, lift the front of the 
shelf and pull forward.

To replace shelves, insert the rear of 
the shelf into any pair of shelf rails and 
carefully push the shelf back into posi-
tion, making sure the shelf clips go in the 
notch in the liner.

Door Storage
