Location

« Choose a place near a grounded
electrical outlet. Do Not use an ex-
tension cord or an adapter plug.

* If possible, place the appliance
out of direct sunlight and away
from the range, dishwasher or
other heat sources.

« Install the appliance on a floor level
and strong enough to support a fully
loaded appliance.

Measure the 9
mm gap from the metal of the cabinet to
the metal on the door.

1 6 WATER SUPPLY CONNECTION

&\ WArRNING

To avoid electric shock, which can
cause death or severe personal injury,
disconnect the unit from the electrical
power source before connecting a
water supply line to the appliance.

To Avoid Property Damage:

¢ Use Copper or Stainless Steel braid-
ed tubing for the water supply line.
We do not recommend water supply
tubing made of 4" plastic. Plastic
tubing greatly increases the potential
for water leaks, and the manufac-
turer will not be responsible for any
damage if plastic tubing is used for
the supply line.

« DO NOT install water supply tubing
in areas where temperatures fall
below freezing.

¢ Chemicals from a malfunctioning
softener can damage the ice maker.
If you connect the ice maker to soft
water, ensure the softener is main-
tained and working properly.

Ensure your water supply line
connections comply with all local
plumbing codes.

Before Installing The Water Supply Line,
You Will Need:

Basic Tools: adjustable wrench,
flat-blade screwdriver, and
Phillips™ screwdriver

Access to a household cold water
line with water pressure between 30
and 100 psi.

A braided stainless steel water
supply line with integral fittings such
as Smart Choice® 5304437642 or
4" copper line with compression
fittings. The line must be 6' or longer
to allow you to move the appliance
for cleaning.

A shutoff valve to connect the water
supply line to your household water
system. DO NOT use a self-piercing
type shutoff valve.

Do not reuse compression fitting or
use thread seal tape.

A compression nut and ferrule
(sleeve) for connecting a copper
water supply line to the ice maker
inlet valve.
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To Connect Water Supply Line To Ice
Maker Inlet Valve

1. Disconnect the appliance from the
electrical power source.

2. Place the end of the water supply
line into a sink or bucket. Turn ON
the water supply and flush the supply
line until the water is clear. Turn OFF
the water supply at the shutoff valve.

3. Remove the plastic cap from the wa-
ter valve inlet and discard the cap.

4. If you use copper tubing - Slide the
brass compression nut and then
the ferrule (sleeve) onto the water
supply line. Push the water supply
line into the water valve inlet as far
as it will go (¥4"/6.4 mm). Slide the
ferrule (sleeve) into the valve inlet
and finger tighten the compression
nut onto the valve. Tighten another
half turn with a wrench; DO NOT
overtighten. See Figure 1.

If you use braided flexible stainless
steel tubing - The nut is already as-
sembled on the tubing. Slide the nut
onto the valve inlet and finger tight-
en the nut onto the valve. Tighten
another half turn with a wrench; DO
NOT overtighten. See Figure 2.

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Cool Down Period

To ensure safe food storage, allow the appliance to operate with the door closed for
at least 8 hours before loading it with food.

Power On
Upon opening the door, the settings icon illuminate on the appliance control display.

By pressing the settings icon, you illuminate all of the icons on the appliance control
display. After 10 seconds of no user interaction with the icons or door closure, all the
icons fade, except for the settings icon.

The appliance control display is located in the cabinet below the upper drawer.

Adjusting Temp

To adjust the temperature setting, press + to raise the temperature and — to
lower the temperature on the appliance control display. Allow several hours for
the temperature to stabilize between adjustments.

TEMP °F/°C

Short press to toggle between Fahrenheit (°F) and Celsius (°C).

FREEZE BOOST

Prior to grocery shopping, activate FREEZE BOOST so upon returning you can
ensure your newly purchased frozen food will be preserved.

Turning on FREEZE BOOST cools the appliance down to a target temperature
and remains active for up to 24 hours before automatically deactivating or being
manually exited.

To turn the function off, press FREEZE BOOST. When you turn off FREEZE BOOST,
it automatically resets the freezer back to the previous temperature setting.

AIR FILTER

The AIR FILTER replacement alert illuminates when it is time to replace the air
filter. See the FILTER REPLACEMENT section for instructions on how to replace
the air filter. After changing the air filter, reset the AIR FILTER alert by pressing
and holding AIR FILTER.

ICE MAKER

The ice maker is default on, which means it constantly makes ice until the ice
bucket is full. You can turn off the ice maker to stop making new ice by pressing
and holding ICE MAKER for 3 seconds.
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Sabbath Mode

The Sabbath Mode feature disables portions of the appliance and its controls in
accordance with observance of the weekly Sabbath and religious holidays within the
Orthodox Jewish community.

To enter Sabbath Mode
Simultaneously press and hold — and TEMP F/C for 5 seconds.

In the Sabbath Mode, the HIGH TEMP alarm is active for health reasons. For example,
if you leave the door ajar, the HIGH TEMP alarm activates. The freezer functions
normally once you close the door, without any violation of the Sabbath/holidays. The
HIGH TEMP alarm comes on when the cabinet temperature is outside the safe zone
for 20 minutes. The alarm silences itself after 10 minutes while the HIGH TEMP icon
stays lit until you exit the Sabbath Mode.

All buttons are disabled, and all sounds (except the HIGH TEMP alert* and the
combination to exit Sabbath Mode) are muted.

To turn the ice maker off, press (Son the
appliance control display.

Separately, the
ice maker automatically stops producing
ice when the bin is full and then restarts
when the level of ice drops.

The air filter
element is mounted on the back of
the cover.

2. |If the filter was previously installed,
remove the old filter and discard it.

3. Unpack the new filter and snap it
into the filter cover. The open face
(carbon media) of the filter should be
installed facing outward in the cover.

4. Reattach the air filter cover to the air
filter housing by aligning the cover
to the housing and firmly pushing it
until it snaps in place.

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Protecting your investment

Keeping your appliance clean maintains its
appearance and prevents odor build-up.
