Do not use an extension cord.

Placement and Operation

Do not tilt the Refrigerator at an angle of more than 45° when
moving it.

The Refrigerator is designed for outdoor use and can withstand
temperatures between 32°F -101°F (0°C to 38°C).

Place the Outdoor Refrigerator in a covered area to protect
from direct sunlight and heavy rainfall.

Place the Refrigerator on a flat level surface.

If placing against a wall, leave at least 3 inches (8 cm) between
the back of the Refrigerator and the wall to allow for adequate
ventilation.

Check the plug and cable before you connect the power and
ensure it is the correct 110 voltage.

Once in place, ensure that the feet are adjusted to make the
appliance level.

After moving the Outdoor Refrigerator in place, wait at least
10 minutes before turning it on, in order to allow the coolant
to settle.



Temperature Setting

The Control Panel is located inside the Outdoor Refrigerator.
The temperature can be set as shown below.
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Increase Lower Temperature Light Power
Temperature Temperature Display On/Off On/Off

Touch the Power ON/OFF icon to turn the appliance on.

Touch the Light ON/OFF icon to turn the LED light inside
on or o ffand to select from seven colors. Lightly touch the
icon repeatedly to cycle through the different colors.

The temperature range of the appliance is 34F-50F (1C-10C}.

Increase or decrease the temperature by touching the Up and
Down arrows.

Touching the Up and Down temperature arrows for 5 seconds
at the same time will change the temperature between T & F.

The Outdoor Refrigerator comes equipped with a built-in lock
on the side and a key is included.

Maintenance

Make sure the power cord is unplugged before moving or
cleaning the back of the appliance.

Clean the outside and inside of the appliance regularly, using
water and mild detergent.



Door Reversal

1. Remove upper door hinge screws

3. Remove screw hole cap ’/g@/

4. Remove these screwM .
2. Remove lower door hinge screws

Use a screwdriver to remove the upper and lower hinges of the
door and remove the door.

Remove the hole cap and door stopper.
Install them on the other side of the cabinet as shown below:

Take out the upper and lower door hinges from the accessory bag
and install the door in the corresponding position on the other side.

Ensure the hinge holes and screws are aligned and tighten the
screws to complete the door reversal process.



Troubleshooting

Problem

Possible Cause and Solution

Not Working

e Check the fuse in the electrical panel

® Check if it is plugged in correctly to the
power source.

Not Cooling

e Temperature is not set correctly.
Adjust the temperature.

e Move it if near a heat source or in
direct sunlight.

® Check for proper ventilation and that
air inlet or outlet is not blocked.

® Door opened frequently or is not
shut properly.

® Door seal is damaged.

Too much
noise

® Appliance not placed on flat surface or
not level.

® Some parts are loose causing rattling.

Door does not
close properly

® Check the door seal.

® Shelves are not positioned properly.
Adjust the shelves.

The following phenom

enon is normal:

e Moisture on the glass door — wipe with dry cloth

e Sound of fluid is the

compressor when it is starting or stopping

» Flowing sound of refrigerant in the refrigeration system
e Condensation forming inside the cabinet — wipe with dry cloth
