Location
• Choose a place that is near a ground-

ed electrical outlet. Do Not use an 
extension cord or an adapter plug.

• If possible, place the unit out of direct 
sunlight and away from the range, 
dishwasher or other heat sources.

• Install the appliance on a floor that is 
level and strong enough to support a 
fully loaded unit.

• Consider water supply availability for 
models equipped with an automat-
ic ice maker. If you do not hook up 
water to the appliance, remember to 
turn the ice maker off. Toe Grille Installation and Removal

To install toe grille

1. Open both doors. Slide the left and 
right sides of the toe grille over the 
lower hinges of the appliance.

2. While pushing the toe grille firmly 
against cabinet, fasten the bottom 
clips of toe grille to the cabinet.

3. Fasten the top clips to the cabinet.

4. Close the doors. Fasten the right 
and left side clips into the groove of 
the bottom hinge.

To remove the toe grille

1. With both doors closed, unfasten 
the right and left side clips of toe 
grille from the bottom hinge groove.

Guidelines for final positioning 
of your unit:
• Rest all 4 corners of the cabinet 

firmly on the floor.

• Level the cabinet at the front and 
rear so the front is raised ¼" (6 mm) 
above the rear to ensure the door will 
open/close and seal properly.

Meet all of these conditions by 
raising or lowering the adjust-
able leveling feet.
To level the cabinet using the front 
leveling feet:

1. Open both doors and remove  
the toe grille (see Toe Grille 
Installation and Removal in the 
INSTALLATION section).

Use 
an adjustable wrench to loosen the 
feet (A). Once you have lowered 
the leveling feet slightly, use the 
wrench on the nut (B) to lower 
(counterclockwise) or raise (clockwise) 
the front of the cabinet ensuring the 
unit is sitting flat on the floor.

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4. Reinstall the set screw, locking the  
door height.

5. Replace the toe grille by fitting 
it into place (see Toe Grille 
Installation and Removal in the 
INSTALLATION section).

2. If the freezer door is lower than 
the refrigerator door (A) or the 
refrigerator door is lower than the 
freezer door (B), raise the door 
by turning the adjustment screw 
clockwise using a 10 mm wrench.

10 DOOR REMOVAL 

To prepare for removing the doors:

1. Make sure the electrical power cord 
is unplugged from the wall outlet.

2. Open both doors and remove the 
toe grille (as explained in the Instal-
lation Instructions that came with 
your appliance).

3. Remove any food from the door shelves.

4. Close the doors.

To remove the refrigerator door:

1. Remove the 3 screws from the cover 
over the door hinge.

2. Lift hinge cover straight up and off.

3. Trace lightly around the door’s top 
hinge with a pencil.

To remove the freezer door:
1. Remove the 3 screws from the cover 

over the top door hinge.
2. Lift hinge cover straight up and off.

3. Release the wires from the routing clip.

13WATER SUPPLY CONNECTION

Before Installing The Water Supply Line, 
You Will Need:

• Basic Tools: adjustable wrench, flat-
blade screwdriver, and  
PhillipsTM screwdriver

• Access to a household cold water  
line with water pressure between  
30 and 100 psi.

• A water supply line made of ¼" (6.4 
mm) OD, copper or stainless steel 
tubing. To determine the length of 
tubing needed, measure the distance 
from the ice maker inlet valve at the 
back of the refrigerator to your cold 
water pipe. Then add approximately 
7� (2.1 m), so the refrigerator can be 
moved out for cleaning.

To Connect Water Supply Line To Ice 
Maker Inlet Valve

1. Disconnect the refrigerator from 
electrical power source.

2. Place the end of the water supply 
line into a sink or bucket. Turn ON 
the water supply and flush the supply 
line until the water is clear. Turn OFF 
the water supply at the shutoff valve.

3. Remove the plastic cap from the wa-
ter valve inlet and discard the cap.

4. If you use copper tubing - Slide the 
brass compression nut, and then 
the ferrule (sleeve) onto the water 
supply line. Push the water supply 
line into the water valve inlet as far 
as it will go (¼"/6.4 mm). Slide the 
ferrule (sleeve) into the valve inlet 
and finger tighten the compression 
nut onto the valve. Tighten another 
half turn with a wrench; DO NOT 
overtighten. See Figure 1. 

• A shutoff valve to connect the water 
supply line to your household water 
system. DO NOT use a self-piercing 
type shutoff valve.

• Do not reuse compression fitting or 
use thread seal tape.

• A compression nut and ferrule 
(sleeve) for connecting a copper 
water supply line to the ice maker 
inlet valve.

 NOTE
Check with your local building authori-
ty for recommendations on water lines 
and associated materials prior to in-
stalling your new refrigerator. Depend-
ing on your local/state building codes, 
We recommend for homes with existing 
valves its Smart Choice® water line kit 
5304490728 (with a 6�Stainless Steel 
Water Line) and for homes without an 
existing valve, we recommend Smart 
Choice® water line kit 5304490717 
(with a 20�copper water line with 
self-tapping saddle valve). Please refer 
to Frigidaire.com for more information.

CAUTION

To Avoid Property Damage:

• Use Copper or Stainless Steel braid-
ed tubing for the water supply line. 
Frigidaire does not recommend wa-
ter supply tubing made of ¼" plastic. 
Plastic tubing greatly increases the 
potential for water leaks, and the 
manufacturer will not be responsible 
for any damage if plastic tubing is 
used for the supply line.

• DO NOT install water supply tubing 
in areas where temperatures fall 
below freezing.

• Chemicals from a malfunctioning 
softener can damage the ice maker. 
If the ice maker is connected to soft 
water, ensure that the softener is 
maintained and working properly.

WARNING

To avoid electric shock, which can 
cause death or severe personal injury, 
disconnect the unit from electrical pow-
er source before connecting a water 
supply line to the appliance.

Ensure your water supply line connections 
comply with all local plumbing codes.

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If you use braided flexible stainless 
steel tubing - The nut is already 
assembled on the tubing. Slide the 
nut onto the valve inlet and finger 
tighten the nut onto valve. Tighten 
another half turn with a wrench; DO 
NOT overtighten. See Figure 2.

IMPORTANT

After connecting the water supply, refer 
to Priming the Water Supply System for 
important information about priming an 
empty water supply system.
Your refrigerator’s water supply system 
includes several tubing lines, a water 
filter, and a water valve. To ensure that 
your water dispenser works properly, 
completely fill this system with water 
when you first connect your refrigerator 
to the household water supply line.

5. With the steel clamp and screw, 
secure the water supply line (copper 
tubing only) to the rear panel of 
refrigerator as shown.

6. Coil the excess water supply line 
(copper tubing only), about 2½ turns, 
behind refrigerator as shown and 
arrange coils so they do not vibrate or 
wear against any other surface.

7. Turn ON the water supply at shutoff 
valve and tighten any connections 
that leak.

8. Reconnect the  refrigerator to elec-
trical power source.

Your appliance control display is equipped with a sleep and an inactive mode to prevent 
accidental changes to the unit settings when you open and close the doors. When both 
doors are closed, the display will be in sleep mode. When either door is first opened, the 
display will be in inactive mode where all the current settings are visible but dimmed.

Pressing any button on the display will activate the display and a tone sound. All settings 
will then fully light. Touch the display again to change any setting.

If you do not press a button for 10 seconds while any door is open, the display will default.
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1 ICE MAKER  

Press and hold for 3 seconds to turn the ice maker 
on/off.

2 FREEZE BOOST  
Press to activate a faster rate for freezing food in  
the freezer.

3 TEMP F-C  
Press to toggle from Fahrenheit to Celsius. Press 
and hold to lock the temperature setting.

4 FREEZER 
Press to adjust the freezer temperature.  
Control temperatures range from -6°F / -21°C to  
4°F / -15°C.

5 REFRIGERATOR  
Press to adjust the refrigerator temperature.  
Control temperatures range from 33°F / 1°C to  
43°F / 7°C.

6 CLEAR ALERTS 
Press to reset any active and illuminated alarms: 
Door Open, High Temp, Power Out

7 WATER FILTER  
The display shows the current status of the water 
filter (GOOD, ORDER, or REPLACE). To reset the 
filter status to GOOD, press and hold WATER 
FILTER for 3 seconds.

8 AIR FILTER  
The display shows the current status of the air 
filter (GOOD, ORDER, or REPLACE). To reset the 
filter status to GOOD, press and hold AIR FILTER 
for 3 seconds.

CONTROLS AND SETTINGS 
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Alarms

POWER 
OUT

In the event of a power 
outage, the POWER OUT 
alert illuminates once power 
has been restored and a tone 
sounds.

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Sabbath Mode
The Sabbath mode is a feature that disables portions of the refrigerator and its 
controls in accordance with observance of the weekly Sabbath and religious holidays 
within the Orthodox Jewish community.

Turn the Sabbath mode on/off by simultaneously pressing and holding both TEMP 
F-C and FREEZER for 5 seconds. Other than the High Temp alarm, no audible sounds 
will occur until you exit the Sabbath mode. The display shows Sb while in Sabbath 
mode.

In the Sabbath mode, the HIGH TEMP alarm is active for health reasons. For example, 
if the door is left ajar the HIGH TEMP alarm is activated. The refrigerator will function 
normally once the door is closed, without any violation of the Sabbath/Holidays. The 
HIGH TEMP alarm is permitted when the cabinet temperature is outside the safe zone 
for 20 minutes. The alarm silences itself after 10 minutes while the HIGH TEMP icon 
stays lit until you exit the Sabbath mode.

 NOTE
Although you have initiated the Sabbath mode, the ice maker will complete the cy-
cle it had already started. The ice cube compartment will remain cold and you can 
make new ice cubes with standard trays.

 NOTE
While in Sabbath mode, neither the lights, dispenser, nor the control panel will work 
until you deactivate Sabbath Mode.
The refrigerator stays in Sabbath mode after power failure recovery. You must deac-
tivate it with the buttons on the control panel.

 NOTE
You should exit the Sabbath mode at your earliest convenience as the unit runs 
more efficiently out of the Sabbath mode.

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Priming the water supply system

Ice maker operation & care
After you properly install the refrigerator 
and it has cooled for several hours, the ice 
maker can produce ice within 24 hours. 
The ice maker fills the ice bin from the 
rear. You must dispense some ice to force 
the ice forward in the bin. This will allow 
the bin to fill completely.

1. Begin filling 
the system 
by pressing 
and holding 
a drinking 
glass against 
the water 
dispenser 
paddle.

2. Keep the 
glass in this 
position until 
water comes 
out of the 
dispenser. It may take about  
1½ minutes. Water will sputter until 
you purge all air from the water lines.

3. Continue dispensing water for about 
4 minutes to flush the system  
and plumbing connections of any 
impurities (stopping to empty the 
glass as necessary).

CAUTION

For proper dispenser operation, the 
recommended water supply pressure 
should fall between 30 psi and 100 psi. 
Excessive pressure may cause the sys-
tem to malfunction.

Turning the ice maker on 
Ice production is controlled by the ice 
maker's On/Off feature on the control 
panel. Pressing and holding the On/Off 
button toggles the ice maker On/Off.

 NOTE
Dispensed water is not chilled. For 
colder water, add ice to the cup or  
container before dispensing water.

 NOTE
The ice maker also has a built-in plastic 
signal arm that automatically stops ice 
production when the ice bin is full. Do 
not use this signal arm to manually stop 
the ice maker.

 NOTE
The water dispenser has a built-in de-
vice that shuts off the water flow after 
3 minutes of continuous use. To reset 
this shutoff device, simply release the 
dispenser paddle.

IMPORTANT
Turning off the ice maker simply dis-
ables ice making. You will still be able to 
dispense existing ice, and you will still be 
able to dispense water.

AUTOMATIC ICE AND WATER DISPENSER
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Ice Maker/Dispenser Tips
• Ice cubes stored too long may 

develop an odd flavor. Empty the ice 
container as explained in Cleaning the 
Ice Storage Bin.

• Occasionally shake the ice container 
to keep ice separated.

• If your refrigerator is not connected to 
a water supply or the water supply is 
turned off, turn Off the ice maker.

• If you need a large quantity of ice 
at one time, it is best to get cubes 
directly from the ice container.

• The following sounds are normal 
when the ice maker is operating:

  -  Motor running

  -  Ice dropping into ice container

  -  Water valve opening or closing

  -  Ice loosening from tray

  -  Running water

• When dispensing ice, you will hear a 
snapping or clicking sound when the 
ice chute opens and closes.

• Turn Off the ice maker when cleaning 
the freezer and during vacations. If 
you turn Off the ice maker for a long 
period of time, you should also turn 
off the water supply valve.

Cleaning the Ice Storage Bin
Clean the ice storage bin at regular 
intervals, particularly before you take a 
vacation or move.

To clean the ice storage bin:

1. Turn Off the ice maker.
2. Remove the ice storage bin by lifting 

up and out. 
3. Empty and carefully clean the ice 

storage bin with mild detergent. 
Rinse with clear water. Do not use 
harsh or abrasive cleaners.

CAUTION

Chemicals from a malfunctioning water 
softener can damage the ice maker. If 
the water supply to your refrigerator is 
softened, be sure the softener is main-
tained to work properly.

CAUTION

NEVER use an ice pick or similar sharp 
instrument to break up the ice. This 
could damage the ice storage bin and 
dispenser mechanism.

4. Allow the ice storage bin to dry com-
pletely before replacing it in the freezer.

5. Remove ice chips and clean the ice 
storage bin, shelf and the freezer 
door chute.

6. Replace the ice storage bin. Turn On 
the ice maker to resume ice production.

Remove and empty the ice storage bin if:

• An extended power failure (1 hour or 
longer) causes ice cubes in the ice 
storage bin to melt and freeze togeth-
er, jamming the dispenser mechanism.

• You do not use the ice dispenser  
frequently. Ice cubes will freeze 
together in the bin, jamming the 
dispenser mechanism.

Remove the ice storage bin and shake  
to loosen the cubes or clean as  
explained above.

Auger

IMPORTANT
When removing or replacing the ice 
storage bin, avoid rotating the auger in the 
ice storage bin. If the auger is accidentally 
rotated, you must realign the auger by 
turning it in 45 degree turns (see below) 
until the ice storage bin fits into place with 
the drive mechanism If the auger is not 
properly aligned when replacing the ice 
storage bin, the refrigerator will not dis-
pense ice. The freezer door also may not 
close properly causing warm air to leak 
into the freezer compartment.
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Crisper Drawer

Crispers 
Crispers allow you the flexibility to store 
any manner of items including fruits, 
vegetables, nuts, etc. Crispers feature 
humidity controls.

Deli Drawer (some models)
Some models are equipped with a Deli 
Drawer for storing luncheon meats, 
spreads, cheeses and other deli items. 
This drawer does not have a separate 
temperature control.

Deli Drawer

Glass shelves
Shelves are easily adjusted to suit individ-
ual needs. Before adjusting the shelves, 
remove all food. Shelves are supported by 
side rails. See Glass Shelves in CARE AND 
CLEANING for proper shelf removal.

Door storage
Door bins and shelves are provided for 
convenient storage of jars, bottles, and 
cans. You can quickly select frequently 
used items.

Some models have door bins that can 
accommodate gallon-sized plastic drink 
containers and economy-sized jars and 
containers. Some bins are adjustable for 
maximum storage capacity.

The dairy compartment, which is warmer 
than the general food storage section, 
is intended for short term storage of 
cheese, spreads, or butter.

Dairy Bin and Door Bin
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Understanding the Sounds you 
may Hear
Your new, high-efficiency unit may intro-
duce unfamiliar sounds. These sounds 
normally indicate your appliance is oper-
ating correctly. Some surfaces on floors, 
walls, and kitchen cabinets may make 
these sounds more noticeable.

Following is a list of major components  
in your unit and the sounds they can cause:

A Evaporator Refrigerant through the 
evaporator may create a boiling or 
gurgling sound.

B Evaporator fan You may hear air be-
ing forced through the refrigerator 
by the evaporator fan.

C Defrost heater During defrost cycles, 
water dripping onto the defrost 
heater may cause a hissing or sizzling 
sound. After defrosting, a popping 
sound may occur.

D Condenser fan You may hear air be-
ing forced through the condenser.

E Water valve Makes a buzzing sound 
each time it opens to fill the ice maker.

F Drain pan (not removable) You may 
hear water dripping into the drain 
pan during the defrost cycle.

G Condenser  May create minimal 
sounds from forced air.

H Motorized damper  May produce in-
termittent humming during operation.

I Ice chute  When dispensing ice, you 
will hear a snapping or clicking sound 
when the solenoid opens and closes 
the ice chute.

J Ice Maker When ice has been pro-
duced, you will hear ice cubes falling 
into the ice bin.

NOTE
Energy efficient foam in your refrigera-
tor is not a sound insulator.

NOTE
During automatic defrost cycle, a red 
glow in the back wall vents of your 
freezer compartment is normal.

 Compressor 
Today's refrigerators are designed with 
a variable speed compressor to be more 
energy efficient than previous models. 
This means your compressor reacts 
quickly to temperature fluctuations and 
circulates cold air based off your use and 
room temperature.

Replacing your air filter

It is not necessary to turn the water sup-
ply off to change the filter. Be ready to 
wipe up any small amounts of water  
released during the filter replacement.

1. Turn Off the ice maker.
2. Remove the filter by pushing on the 

end/face of the filter.
3. Slide the old water filter cartridge 

straight out of the housing and 
discard it.

4. Unpackage the new filter cartridge. 
Using the alignment guide, slide it 
gently into the filter housing until it 
stops against the snap-in connector 
at the back of the housing.

5. Push firmly until the cartridge  
snaps into place (you should hear a 
click as the cartridge engages the 
snap-in connector).

6. Press a drinking glass against the 
water dispenser while checking for 
any leaks at the filter housing. Any 
spurts and sputters that occur as 
the system purges air out of the 
dispenser system are normal.

7. After filling one glass of water, con-
tinue flushing the system for about 
4 minutes.

8. Turn On the ice maker.

Damper/Air Filter Housing

In humid regions certain products stored 
too close to the damper/air filter housing 
may freeze. If this scenario occurs, adjust 
the fresh food temperature settings and 
reconfigure the top shelf storage to allow 
for proper air diffusion.

CAUTION

DO NOT OPEN. Contents may irritate 
eyes or skin. Keep out of reach of children. 
FIRST AID: Contains potassium perman-
ganate. In case of contact with eyes or 
skin, rinse immediately with water.

FILTER REPLACEMENT
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Protecting your investment
Keeping your appliance clean maintains 
appearance and prevents odor build-up. 
Wipe up any spills immediately and clean 
the freezer and refrigerator compart-
ments at least twice a year. When clean-
ing, take the following precautions:

• Never use CHLORIDE or cleaners 
with bleach to clean stainless steel.

• Do not wash any removable parts in  
a dishwasher.

• Always unplug the electrical power cord 
from the wall outlet before cleaning.

• Remove adhesive labels by hand. Do 
not use razor blades or other sharp 
instruments which can scratch the 
appliance surface.

• Do not remove the serial plate.

Do not use abrasive cleaners such as win-
dow sprays, scouring cleansers, brushes, 
flammable fluids, cleaning waxes, concen-
trated detergents, bleaches or cleansers 
containing petroleum products on plastic 
parts, interior doors, gaskets or cabinet 
liners. Do not use paper towels, metallic 
scouring pads, or other abrasive cleaning 
materials or strong alkaline solutions.

To adjust, lift up on the back of the shelf 
and pull forward.

Replace the shelf by sliding it on top of 
the formed rails on the side walls of the 
cabinet until the rear plastic hooks of the 
shelf lock into the rear of the cabinet liner.

Glass Shelves

Freezer: You can remove the glass freezer 
shelf for cleaning. Remove all food from 
the glass shelf. Rotate the front trim down 
to remove front trim (Figure 1). 

CAUTION

To avoid personal injury or property 
damage, handle the freezer glass shelves 
carefully. These shelves are fixed and are  
not to be used as sliding shelves.

Remove both the rear trim and glass by 
pulling up on the rear tab and sliding the 
shelf forward (Figure 2)
