To prevent damage to the door gasket, the door must be opened all the way before pulling racks out.

The appliance must be positioned so that the plug is accessible.

Empty your XO unit before attempting to move the appliance. Moving while loaded may damage or
distort the frame.

The compressor will get HOT during operation / touching it may cause injury.

During installation follow all safety tips provided in this manual / appropriate safety equipment such as
safety glasses and work gloves should be worn.

Two people should move or lift your XO unit to prevent injury or damage.
Remove all interior and exterior packing materials prior to installation and dispose of properly.
Never cover the bottle racks with foil or other material which will impede internal air circulation.

For maximum efficiency, keep the door tightly shut unless loading or unloading and never overload your
XO unit.

Before installing, allow your XO unit to sit upright for 2 hours at the install site. This will allow the cooling
system to stabilize after transportation. Failure to follow this step may cause problems.

Never store perishable food products such as meat or cheese in your wine cooler.

Location

Your XO unit should be located away from direct sunlight and heat sources (stove, heaters, etc.) which may
increase electrical consumption. High or low ambient temperature may cause units to work improperly.

The floor must be strong enough to support your XO unit fully loaded.

Your XO unit must not be installed in areas of where water or excessive moisture are present.
Your XO unit must not be installed near where flammable, corrosive or hazardous materials are present.

Your XO unit's final installation must observe the correct minimum air clearances around and behind the
unit fo ensure adequate ventilation. In addition, all ventilation openings must be kept clear and free of
obstructions, failure to do so will result in damage to the unit.

BEFORE BEGINNING - REST THE UNIT ON ITS BACK, WITH THE DOOR FACING UP

1. Remove the two screws that hold the toe kick in place.
Remove the toe kick and set aside.

2. Remove the three screws holding the lower hinge in place.
Remove the hinge and set aside.

3. Pull the door down away from the upper hinge to remove it
and lay it flat face down on a pad to prevent scratches.

4. Starting at one corner, gently pull the rubber door gasket out
of the channel. Lay it aside, flat. You will reinstall it shortly.
In the channel are 10 screw holes.

5. Attach your door handle to the frame, countersinking the screw
heads so the frame lays flat against the door..

WHAT’S THAT NOISE...

You new XO is designed for quiet operation but you may hear some sounds your old unit didn’t
make. Because they are new you might be concerned, but they are usually normal. Sounds can
also be amplified by hard surfaces like flooring or tiles. Here is a description of the types of
sounds you might hear and what might be causing them.

You unit is designed to minimize energy use. To do that the high efficiency compressor and fans
may run longer than your old unit. You might also hear a pulsating or high pitched sound as the
compressor and fans adjust to improve performance. During defrosting cycles you may hear some
water running into the drip pan. The refrigerant may sometimes cause a rattling or gurgling sound
as it flows through the system and the you might hear clicking sounds as the unit starts and stops.

PROPER STORAGE MATTERS

YOUR XO WINE & WEED PRESERVATION SYSTENT

WINE & WEED - Similarities and Differences
Wine and cannabis have a number of preservation conditions in common making them excellent
candidates to store together, providing the system is designed to accommodate those areas
where environmental requirements diverge.

LIGHT: Sunlight, specifically ultraviolet light, can be damaging to both cannabis and wine. In the
case of wine, it causes naturally occurring riboflavin and pantothenic acid to react with amino acids
in the wine and form sulfur adversely affecting the taste and aroma. Cannabis is a different story.
Although sunlight and grow lights are beneficial to the growing plants, once harvested, UV causes
the cannabinoids present to deteriorate reducing potency. Your XO Wine & Weed is equipped
with double glazed thermopane glass that has a built-in UV blocker.

TEMPERATURE: Your XO Wine & Weed is designed to maintain two different temperature
zones. Both wine and cannabis benefit from a controlled temperature environment, however
optimal storage for each is different. The lower zone is designed for storing up to (30) 750m!|
bottles of wine between 41° and 64° F. Heat and variations in temperature can damage wines.
Red wine is typically stored at 54°to 58°, white wine is kept colder for serving. As a general rule,
if you are unsure of what temperature to store a bottle at, 55° is generally considered to be ideal
for most vintages. Cannabis also benefits from storage in a cool, stable environment but ideally
should be kept at a temperature between 60°and 68°F. Temperatures below 70° help prevent
the growth of harmful mold. Your XOU24WW, comes preset from the factory at 65° F in the
upper zone for cannabis and 55° F in the lower zone for wine.

HUMIDITY: High or low humidity conditions can do harm to both wine and weed for different
reasons. With regard to wine storage, an ambient range of 50 - 70% humidity is usually adequate.
60% humidity is generally considered ideal. For all these reasons, it is a good idea to limit opening
and closing any wine cooler frequently. It is a good idea to keep it well stocked. Storing only a
few bottles can cause excess humidity and condensation to develop. When loading the wine
section, add bottles gradually rather than in large quantities which can cause broader temperature
variations for what you have stored already.

Cannabis, is more sensitive to an optimal humidity range. Cured weed is not dry, it should have
a moisture level of 10 - 12% for smoking. For this reason, your unit arrives with a supply of silicon
sealed glass jars to limit air exchange and for humidity control. We recommend the use of size 4
Boveda (or similar) humidity control packets with a rating of 58% RH. Use of these in a sealed
glass container have demonstrated the ability to limit evaporation of terpenes and the conversion
of THC to CBN helping preserve flavor, aroma and potency.

VIBRATION: Vibration is another element that can harm wine. Your XO Wine & Weed has design
features to aid in limiting the transmission of vibration to the bottles, however it is advisable to
install your wine & weed cooler in an area away from loudspeakers, power equipment, heavy floor
traffic and similar noise generators.

Cleaning the Inside:
Walls, floor, inside window, and shelves - Some water deposits and dust can be removed with a dry paper
towel, others may require a damp cloth.

Cleaning the Outside:
Outer case - It is important to keep the area clean where the door seals against the cabinet. Clean this area
with a soapy cloth. Rinse with a damp cloth and let dry.

Control Panel and Door - Wipe with a damp cloth and dry thoroughly. Do not use cleaning sprays, large
amounts of soap and water, abrasive, or sharp objects on the panel, they can damage it.
CAUTION: Some paper towels may also scratch the control panel and glass on the door.

Door Surface - Use only mild, non-abrasive detergents applied with a clean sponge or soft cloth.

Rinse well with damp cloth.

NOTE: Do not use cleaners containing ammonia or alcohol on your XO unit. Ammonia or alcohol can
damage the appearance of the appliance.

NOTE: Never use any commercial/abrasive cleaners or sharp objects on any part of the wine cooler.

POWER FAILURE

Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the temperature of your appliance
if you minimize the number of times the door is opened.
If the power is off for a longer period of time, you need to take the proper steps to protect your contents.

VACATION

Short vacations: Leave the XO unit operating during vacations of less than three (3) weeks.

Long vacations: If the appliance will not be used for an extended period, remove all items and turn off the
appliance.

Clean and dry the interior thoroughly. To prevent odor and mold growth, leave the door open slightly, blocking
it open if necessary.

ENERGY SAVING TIP
The unit should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing appliances,
and out of direct sunlight.

MOVING

Remove all items and securely tape down all loose items (shelves) inside your appliance
Turn the adjustable leveling legs all the way into the base to avoid damage

Tape the door shut and transport the XO unit securely in the upright position

Blanket wrap the exterior to help protect against scratches and other damage

FAQ’S

Q. There doesn’t appear to be any power to the unit.
A. There are 3 easy to check common causes:
(1) Check to see if a fuse has blown or circuit breaker has tripped & replace or reset.
(2) Check to ensure the Elug is fully inserted into the outlet.
(3) A power surge may have caused the unit to shut down to protect itself - Unplug the unit,
wait 5 seconds and plug it back in.

Q. The cabinet temperature is too high.

A. Check these 5 things:

(1) Check the temperature setting and od‘us’r as needed.

(2) Make certain the door is completely closed and the door gasket is sealing prifedy.

(3) Avoid opening the door frequently and/or leaving the door open for extended periods.

(4) Did you load a large quantity of warm bottles at once? It is better to add smaller quantities
in several loads.

(5) Make certain nothing is blocking the toe kick vents (including dust behind the vents).

Q. The alarm is beepinc? and “HI” is displayed on the control panel.

A. See the question and answers above - if the door has been tightly closed and you have not
recently added a large quantity of warm bottles, it may be a mechanical issue. Unplug the unit
and call for service.

Q. The alarm is beeping and “LO” is displayed on the control panel.

A. This may be a sensor malfunction. Unplug the unit and call for service.

MORE “Q & A”

Q. Why does condensation form on the inside or outside of my XO unit?

A. It may be that the door is either opened repeatedly or not closed comp|e’re|K. It may also be
due to an excessive ambient humidity, in which case it will clear when the humidity drops.

Q. There is warm air coming from the bottom of my unit.

A. This is normal. Cooling systems must vent the heat they remove from inside the cabinet.

Q. Why does the evaporator fan run all the time?

A. It continually recirculates air to ensure cabinet temperatures are consistent.

Q. How do | adjust temperature?

A. Refer to Pages 7 & 10.

Q. How do | adjust rack heighte

A. Refer to Page 20.

Q. When does the high temperature alarm sound?

A. If internal temperature exceeds 70°F for more than 60 minutes.

Q. If the door hinge is next to a wall, how much clearance do | need to open the door?

A. The unit should be at least 2" from the wall to allow the door to open at least 90 °.
